	Comments – presentation did not appear to be based in data, but anecdotal experiences, references seemed outdated and sensationalized and self describing has having a “pimp and hoe degree” makes light of an experience that is not his and is inappropriate; the video and comments reinforced tone of the dynamics that lead to this issue in the first place; his experience was vast and informative but his exploitation of images focused on black male perpetrators and young mostly white victims, that’s not how power works; more than we needed to know on terminology would have like more on local how law enforcement addresses the issue; some sensitivity to audience is needed; revealed the involvement of celebrities that surprised me; a little too much on the jargon and sub-culture; good info; What a way to start a Saturday morning! I would have liked him to talk more specifically about people being helps vs. only terms. Lots of shock value; could have been shorted no need for all that graphic lingo, just makes the point that victims are oppressed; very informative and interesting; great perspective on the issue of prostitution, profession of choice or profession by coercion; found this section very hard to hear, but I learned a lot; would have liked to see more of his presentation, felt too short on time; definitely knew his subject and motivated to get involved; gained lots of knowledge; a printed list of terms would have been helpful; he needed more time

Great use of reality and statistics; great info and personal stories; her clarity and deep commitment came across as she presented a great deal of information; one speaker after the other, they were amazing; I learned of what to look for; best presentation of the day; very informative, presenter seemed genuine; like it all could have listened to more; she was victim-centered and compassionate; powerful – would like to head more about stopping the demanding and repercussions to the perpetrator; great – somewhat troubled some information from Lt. 	Comments – she would be a great asset to serve on a committee here prior to the Super Bowl; great information on how New Orleans can stare to prepare for the Super Bowl; material was excellent but she spoke so fast that I missed a great deal of it; presentation not clear because of low microphone; it was difficult for me to hear as she spoke fast; she should be invited to come and help us lead and plan our strategies here; she and her organization would be helpful to us as we plan activities in the next months; great practical strategies that we can hopefully implement in NOLA; wish she had more time; her presentation was valuable and practical; phenomenal message, use of stats and things that have happened, great way of making this real; best action list/to-do items, good info but exhausting; what commitment and so much sounds like common sense about organizing an awareness campaign; very good examples; great “…”, great rallying of the troops, very relatable. Although she scared the crap out of me!; would have liked to hear more; great data, great energy, good lessons learned; great success story – a community together can make a difference; has holistic outlook, very informative; it seems unprofessional to not include citation in a presentation and cast doubt where there otherwise might not be any; she was an excellent public speaking, I do wish she’d been more transparent about info and data sources.
	Comments – good question and answer interaction is key (note: low energy) level of panelists killed momentum created by Traffick 911; amazing!; each participant gave an informative insight to their area; good choice of speakers who gave clear information; this was very informative and encouraging. We need to hear how well these laws are being enforced; I learned a lot about trial and legal aspect really highlighted that who is defined by this law as a “victim” is so important; this panel was well balanced and offered the first analysis of racism via flawed immigration policy. In garner this panel is tricky because those living on the margins of society are often brutalized by law enforcement and the state; it would have been better to include ways we can use the law to combat trafficking. Let’s keep pressure on the john’s school; most are knowledgeable of problem – ship some basics and move to more in depth action options; perhaps a practical kit for us to leave with – like in for on a little card that has a simple list of things to look for warning signs of human trafficking and what to do if spot it/ #s to call etc.; . Finally: YOUTH! There was so much to talk about people 11-17 but their voices were absent and I don’t mean more quotes from youth; it may be good to hear a survivor share; make a little shorter in the afternoon; focused “think tank” with tourism officials and business owners to combat trafficking within their organizations; less waste with lunch, write down questions to be asked at end of presentation, more info on combating labor trafficking; Facebook/social networking awareness of the conference; shorter 9-3; more awareness that conference was being held – found out by accident because not part of social suc. Agency; mention several times something like “let’s go work together as one body by participating and supporting FreeNOLA; people who have been in human slavery as a victim now rescued; some central coordinating group identified to prepare community response to local New Orleans residents; slightly warmer climate; let’s make it bigger – please let’s organize another one soon, Would be helpful to have 1st hand accounts
